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International Symposium on Frontiers in Bioimaging will be held at the Institute of Atomic and Molecular Sciences (IAMS), Academia Sinica, Taipei, Taiwan on October 26 and 27, 2015. This symposium is part of the celebration of the 20th anniversary of IAMS.
